Autor na projektu pracoval v médiu kreativniho programovani. Na pocatku tvorby byl
zamyslen kompletné jiny projekt, jenZ mél byt interaktivni a za pomoci webkamery
mél pracovat s divakem. V praibéhu prace autor objevil jisté problémy, at’ uz se
jednalo o praci s programovacim jazykem C++, ztratou koncentrace nebo jistou
demotivaci. BEhem toho si autor uvédomil, Ze se mu tento cyklus ztraty koncentrace
opakuje v prubéhu prace na projektech v zimnich obdobich, a tak si vzpomnél na
pfibéh z knihy , Tao uspéchu” od spisovatele Derek Lin, ktery Cetl par let nazpét:
,PRIBEH CISARE, KTERY HLEDAL PODSTATU OPRAVDOVEHO KLIDU.*

No a najednou tu byl novy napad na zpracovani projektu, jez bude adaptaci tfech
obraz( z tohoto pfibéhu. Obrazy (Jezirko, Zasnézena krajina a Ptak) autor tvofil v
ramci kreativniho programovani v programovacim jazyce Node.js. V ramci prace na
tomto projektu autor vnima proces tvorby jako velmi zajimavou situaci s pracovanim
v programovacim kodu. Proces tvorby obrazu skrze kod je velmi odlisSny od klasické
malby a dochazi tu k ur€itému dialogu mezi tvircem a pocitaem. Tvurce objevuje
jisté limity, at’ uz se jedna o limity znalosti programovani nebo limity daného
programovaciho jazyka. A tak se mnohdy dilo pfizpisobovalo jak autorovi, tak i
samotné struktufe kodu a programu.

The author worked on the project in the realm of creative programming. At the
beginning of the creation, there was a completely different project intended to be
interactive, working with the audience through a webcam. During the work, the
author encountered certain problems, whether it was dealing with the C++
programming language, the loss of concentration, or a certain demotivation. In the
course of this, the author realized that this cycle of loss of concentration repeats
during work on projects in the winter seasons. And so, he recalled a story from the
book "Tao of Success" by the author Derek Lin, which he had read a few years ago:
“THE STORY OF THE EMPEROR WHO SOUGHT THE ESSENCE OF TRUE
TRANQUILITY.*



Suddenly, a new idea for processing the project was discovered, adapting three
images from this story. The images (A Little Lake, Winter Landscape, and the Bird)
were created by the author within the framework of creative programming using the
Node.js programming language. In the process of working on this project, the author
realized the creation process as a very interesting situation within the realm of
working with code. The process of creating an image through code is very different
from traditional painting, involving a certain dialogue between the creator and the
computer. The creator discovers certain limits, which are the limits of programming
knowledge or the limits of the programming language itself. Thus, the work often
adapted to both the author and the structure of the code and program.

Prabéh prace / Process

Autor pifed samotnou tvorbou nemél tolik zkuSenosti se samotnym programovanim,
ale i pfesto se do tohoto procesu vzdélavani a zkouSeni vrhl. | pfes rizné prekazky
vSak zvladl naplnit svou touhu a dodal dilu mysSlenku.



Samotné dilo je tedy tvoreno tfemi pohyblivymi obrazy, jez jsou adaptaci z pfibéhu.
Kazdy nese unikatni design, jako by byly od tfech raznych autor(, jako tomu je ve
zmifiovaném pfibéhu. Obrazy jsou doprovazeny anglickou zvukovou stopou pfibéhu
a Ceskymi titulky.

Throughout the semester, the author joined in the creative programming as part of a
course where he learned the Python programming language. However, the initial
work was written in the C++ programming language and involved an interactive
video that responded to user movements.

After a while, the author became bored with this and didn't know how to proceed to
be satisfied with the work. So, he turned to the simpler Node.js language, in which
he created the source code for his images.

Before the actual creation, the author didn't have much experience with
programming, but despite that, he plunged into the process of learning and
experimenting. Contrary to various obstacles, he managed to fulfill his desire and
infused the work with an idea.

The artwork itself consists of three moving images, adapted from the story. Each
represents a unique design, as if they were from three different authors, as is the
case in the mentioned story. The images are accompanied by an English audio track
of the story and Czech subtitles.
